Following an updated report from the Consultant appointed to oversee the work on the
church, we have been advised that zbe external Fire Escape Staircase in its current condition is
unsuitable for the use of children aged 5 and under. This guidance has been confirmed by the
Diocesan Health & Safety Officer. As a result children aged 5 and under are no longer permitted in
the gallery, even if accompanied by an adult, until further notice.
